                        The Publications Mail Wish List

Agenda items for discussion with Canada Post in upcoming Council meetings:
· Better definition of magazine inserts: broaden what is acceptable to mail at Publications Mail rates. It would be easier for publishers to convince advertisers to send pieces with magazines if all inserts are eligible for Publications Mail rates.

· Introduction of Intelligent Sort Software that provides proper Palletization of Mail, while moving residue Mail closer to the downstream post office to be worked.  Why is residue BC Mail on a Gateway pallet when you already have pallets of Mail going to BC?
· Sort Software needs to create a Mail.dat summary file that can be used for:

· Mail planning and acceptance
· Transportation planning and ESOM creation

· Electronic verification and acceptance of the Mail by Canada Post 
· Use standard Industry software to calculate piece weights for electronic verification of Mail
· Supply electronic PDF files for book make-up and insert samples

· Canada Post can use Mail.dat files for outbound delivery planning to reduce shipping costs
· Do skip interval audits to ensure accuracy and proper payment based upon risk analysis

· Training and certification of Mailers to be approved for Electronic Acceptance
· Canada Post needs to offer a Drop shipping or Zone skipping option to allow Mailers to save money and be more accurate with actual In Home dates

· Co-Mailing/ Co-Palletization option to help build density and reduce the amount of Mail in sacks and build larger pallets that can be moved further downstream to reduce Canada Post delivery costs
· Eliminate Facing Slips by continuing to offer the Optional Endorsement Line option
· Improve address accuracy with electronic eRTS and improved Address Accuracy software
· Provide Delivery Tracking or better monitoring of Delivery Performance by Bar Coding Mail, Bundles or pallets.  Re-introduce past program but make it mandatory for all software vendors.  Monitoring will improve Delivery Standards for all classes of Mail.
